From the Rear Commodore: THE ABC'S OF GETTING TO SAIL ON THE HIGH SEAS.
Ahoy Corinthians! New to the club? Want the opportunity to sail this summer? Here are some key
steps.

C. BRING goodies when you are invited on board. Ask the Skipper what they enjoy- it
may be a food item or a favorite wine. LISTEN and follow instructions from the
Skipper on board. ALWAYS help clean-up the boat after sailing.
